Purpose: 

The workshop aims at addressing issues relating to the internalization of research and higher education. The objectives are: to achieve a common understanding of the current situation and the main trends; to identify key obstacles to increasing transatlantic mobility of students and researchers; to identify ways and means for strengthening the exchange of scientists and engineers between the EU and the US in quantitative as well as qualitative terms.
