Mankind is faced with a major resource and climate challenge, unique in the history of life, in that it is reversing the world carbon flux. The XXth century industrial society has depleted buried stocks, remnants of eons of organic carbon synthesis, to transfer it into a now warming atmosphere, instead of harvesting energy from the sun and carbon from the atmosphere in a continuous flow using the low energy no-waste metabolisms required to sustain life. 

Biomimicry is a systematic cross-disciplinary approach emulating life processes to apply them to industrial and community innovation towards sustainability. The project proposes to link-up a forum of experts in some advanced sectors in biology, for extension and application in fields strategic to early reduction of carbon usage: agro-ecology, the new field of “soft chemistry” and “green building” materials, and carbon sequestration. 

The project will identify commonalities, define improvement yardsticks and transfer their biomimicry lessons to institutions, the public, and industries having a high impact potential towards a solar-based carbon-fixing economy. 

The project will be composed by the following 4 main working groups:

1/ Agro-ecology

2/ Soft Chemistry & Green building materials

3/ Bio-based carbon Sequestration

4/ Trans-discipline knowledge transfer between the 3 previous areas
