1. Content of the workshop:

Within the framework of the JRC Enlargement and Integration Action 2010, a workshop on "Genetically modified crops" will be organised for participants from the European Union (EU) New Member States, EU Candidate countries, Potential Candidate Countries, FP7 Associated Countries and the European Neighbourhood Policy Partner countries. 

The general aims of the workshop are: (a) to gather experts involved in the development, commercialisation or regulation of genetically modified (GM) crop, (b) to compile a pipeline of crops that will e commercialised in the targeted countries by private or public technology providers, and (c) to gather experts in trade and processing of agricultural commodities between the target countries and the EU to discuss the issue of asynchronous approval of GM organisms and how it affects trade.
